GASOLINE

The two-cycle engine on this product requires a fuel
mixture of regular unleaded gasolfine and a high quality
40:1 2-cycle engine oil (AIR-COOLED) for lubrication of
the bearings and other moving parts. The correct fuelfoil
mixture is 40:1 {(see Fuel Mixture Chart). Too iittie oil or
the incorrect oil type will cause poor performance and
may cause the engine to overheat and seize.

Gasoline and oil must be premixed in a clean approved
fuel container. Always use fresh regular unleaded gaso-
line.

This engine is certified to operate on unleaded gasoline.

IMPORTANT:Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels called gasohol (or using ethanoi or methanol) can
attract moisture, which leads 1o oillgas separation and
formation of acids during storage., Acidic gas can dam-
age the fuel system of an engine while in storage. To
avoid engine problems, the fuel system should be emp-
tied before storage for 30 days or longer. Drain the gas
tank, then run the fuel out of the carburetor and fuel
lines by starting the engine and letting it run unti it
siops. Use fresh fuel next season. See STORAGE
instructions for additional information. Never use engine
or carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or per-
manent damage may occur.

FUEL STABILIZER

Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable alternative in minimizing
the formation of fuel gum deposits during storage. Add
stabilizer to gasoline in fuel tank or storage container.
Always follow the fuel mix ratio found on the stabiiizer
container. Run engine at least 5 minutes after adding
stabilizer to allow the stabilizer to reach the carburetor.
You do not have to drain the fuel tank for storage if you
are using fuel stabilizer.

CRAFTSMAN 40:1 2-cycle engine oil (AIR-COOLED) is
specially blended with fuel stabilizers. I you do not use
this Sears cil, you can add a fuel stabilizer {such as
CRAFTSMAN No. 33500) to vour fuel tank.

40:1 2-CYCLE AIR-COOLED ENGINE OIL
CRAFTSMAN 40:1 2-cycle engine oil (AIR-COOLED) is
strongly recommended. This oil is specially blended with
fuel stabilizers for increased fuel stability (extends fuel
lite up to 5 times longer) and reduced smoke.

If CRAFTSMAN 40:1 2-cycle engine ol (AIR-COCLED)
is not availabie, use a good quality 2-cycle engine oil
{AIR-COOLED) that has a recommended fuel mix ratio
of 40:1.

Proceed to “Starting a Flooded Engine.”

DIFFICULT STARTING OR FLOODED ENGINE
The engine may be flooded with too much fuel if it has not
started after 10 pulis, with ihe choke in the fuli position.

Flooded engines can be cleared of excess fuel with the fol-
lowing procedure: -

+ Verify that the “OnfOff” switch is in the "On” position.

» Squeeze and hold the throttie trigger.

» Pull starter rope handle until engine starts.

Starting could require pulling starter rope handie many
times depending on how badly unit is fiooded.
If engine still fafls to start, refer to “TROUBLE SHOOTING”

chart or call the 1-800 number listed on the front page of this
manual. .

OPERATION

EDGING (Fig. 10)

As you become familiar with your edger, you will be able

to determine your own operating pace, Conditions such

as depth of cut and material being cut will regulate the

speed and time required for your edging job.

* Allow the engine to warm up for one minute beiore
you begin edging.

* Increase the engine speed before placing the blade in

the cut. For best operation, run the engine at full throt-

tie while cutting.

Keep your edging path straight by aligning the blade

guide rib on the rear of the blade guard with the edge

of the sidewalk. Keep all wheels flat on the walkway,

* Always work going away from people and solid

objects such as walls, large stones, trees, automo-

biles, elc.

Be careful when edging near trees or valuable plants.

The high speed metal blade may cut roots and cause

damage to the plants.

= If the blade stails, immediately move the unit rearward
slightly to allow the blade to restart. if the blade con-
tinues fo stall, stop the engine, disconnect the spark
plug, and inspect for blockage or damage.

*+ Always keep the blade area clean. Stop the engine,
make sure the blade has completely stopped turning,
and disconnect the spark plug before cleaning.

NOTE: if the area to be edged has never been cut or
several weeks have passed since the last cut, the first
edging shouid be done at no more than half depth.

CLEAN AIR FILTER (Fig. 12)

A dirty air filter decreases the life and performance of the

engine and increases fuel consumption and harmtful

emissions

Always clean your air filter after 5 tanks of fuel or 5 hours

of operation, whichever is less. Clean more frequently in

dusty conditions. A used air filter can never be complete-

ly cleaned. It is advisabie to replace your air filter with a

new one after every 50 hours of operation or annually,

whichiever is less.

» Remove the two screws and the air filter cover from the
engine. Figure 12.

* Remove arr filter.

» Wash fiiter in soap and water.

* Squeeze filter dry and replace in cover.

+ Add 4 or 5 drops of oil to the air filter,

NOTE: Do not soak the air filter with oil.

« Sgueeze the air filter to distribute the oil.

« Reinstall the air filter cover.

NOTE: When reinstalling the air filter, be sure the air fil-

ter is fitted into the corners of the cover to keep dust from

entering engine and causing engine damage.

» If replacing the air filter, contact your Sears Service

Center for the proper part.

The blade is reversible. When the cutting edge on one
side becomes worn, turn the blade over.

Check blade for flatness periodically. Lay the blade on a
flat surface and inspect the blade for flatness. Throw away
a biade that is not flat.

TG REPLACE THE BLADE:

* Bind the blade by inserting a screwdriver into the hole
in the gearbox.Fig. 13.. Then, remove the nut, washer,
and blade from the blade shaft,

+ Reverse the blade, or replace it with the recommended

REPLACE FUEL FILTER (Fig. 15 & 16)

The fuel filter should be replaced after each season.
Never operate your edger without a fuel filter. Be careful
not to darnage fuel line while removing the fuel filter.

» Run fuel tank dry of fue! before replacing fuel filter.

» Move “On/Off” switch to the “Off” position.

» Remove the fuel cap and allow it to hang to side of
motor, |

« Using a small pair of needle nose pliers, grasp fuel cap
retainer, holding it in tank opening and pull out.

+ With cap out of tank, use a smail section of bent wire
similar to that shown in the illustration to catch fuel line
and slowly pull from tank. When fuel filter appears in
opening, grasp with fingers and remove from tank.

* Once filter is out of tank, hold fuel line close to fuel fil-
ter.

Carburetor adjustment is critical and if done improp-
erly can permanently damage the engine as well as
the carburetor. Please read ali instructions and con-
sult the Troubleshooting section of this manual
before beginning this process. If the engine does not
operate according to these instructions after repeat-
ing the adjusting steps, do not use the unit. For fur-
ther assistance, please cail our customer assistance
hotline at 1-800-235-5878.

WARNING:
& SERIOUS INJURY TO THE OPERATOR
AND OTHERS CAN OCCUR IF THE CAR-

BURETCR 1S NOT PROPERLY ADJUST-
ED. KEEP OTHERS AWAY WHEN MAKING

If in doubt,
read the section on flooded engine in the starting section
of this manuai prior to beginning any adjustments.

The carburetor has been adjusted at the factory for sea
level conditions. Adjustments may become necessary if
the saw is used at significantly higher aititudes or if you
notice any of the following conditions:

* Engine will not continue to run at idle position. See “Idie
Speed Adjustment” and “Low Speed Mixture
Adjustment.”

* Biade continues to spin when engine idles. See “Idle
Speed Adjustment”.

« Engine dies or hesitates when it should accelerate. See
*Acceleration Adjustment”

* Loss of cutting power which is not corrected by air filter
cleaning. See “High Speed Mixture Adjustment”

* Engine will not run. See “Trouble Shooting Chart” Then,

if the carburetor requires adjustrent, begin with “Basic

carburetor Settings.”

NQTE: There are three adjustments on the carburetor,
* The ldle Speed Adjustment is marked with the letter
“T)?

. Tt:ae two remaining adjustments on the carburetor are
the mixture adjustments. One is marked “I” for low
speed, and the other “H” for high speed.

CARBURETOR PRESETS (Fig. 17)

If your engine will not start due to suspected improper
carburetor adjustment, the following presets may be re-
quired. If used, it is recommended that all steps within the
adjustment procedure be completed in order to assure a
properly set carburetor. If presets are not needed, pro-
ceed to section “Idle Speed Adjustment.”

When making adjustmenits, be careful not to force the
plastic limiter caps beyond the stops or damage will

Qocur.

Very small adjustments can affect engine performance. It
is important to make slight adjustments and test perfor-
mance before proceeding, Each adjustment should be no
more than 1/16 of g turn.

« Turn both of the mixture adjustments counterclock-
wise to the stops.

* Turn the idle speed adjustment clockwise until it
stops. Now turn counterclockwise 3 tums.

* Iif engine fails to start after performing carburetor pre-
sets, the unit may be fiooded. Review the “Difficult
Starting” section of the manual. if problems continue
call the 1-800 number listed on the front cover of this
manual for further assistance.

+ Start the engine and operate for three (3) minutes to
warm up. Go to “Adjusting Procedure.”

ADJUSTING PROCEDURE

IDLE SPEED ADJUSTMENT “T”

» Allow the warm engine to idle.

* Adjust the ldle Speed unti! the engine continues 1o run
without stalling and without the blade shaft moving.

- Turn clockwise 1o increase engine speed if engine
stalls or dies.

- Turn counterclockwise to slow engine down and/or to
keep the blade shaft from turning.

* No further adjustments are necessary if blade shaft
does nol move at idie speed and if performance is sat-
istactory.

If your edger is {0 be stored for a period of time, clean it

thoroughly prior to storage. Remove any dirt, grass,

feaves, oil, grease, elc. Store in a ¢clean dry area.

» Inspect the guard area and clean any dirt, grass, or
debris that has collected.

FUEL SYSTEM

Never use engine or carburetor cieaner products in the

fuel tank or permanent damage may cccur to fuel system

components. Follow these instructions:

= Drain the fuel from the unit into an approved fuel con-
tainer.

* Drain the fuel iines and carburetor by starling the
engine and letting it run unti! it stops.

= Aflow the engine to cool before storage.

IMPORTANT: It is important to prevent gum deposits
from forming in essential fuel system parts such as the
carburetor, fuel filter, fuel hose or tank during storage.
Also, experience indicates that alcohol blended fuels,
those that use ethanol or methanol {called gasohol or
oxygenated fuel), can attract moisture and form acidic
gas which will damage your engine.To avoid engine prob-
{ems, the fue! system should be emptied before storage
of 30 days or longer.

Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable alternative in minimizing
the formation of fuel gum deposits during storage. Add
stabilizer to the gasoling in the fuel tank or fuel storage
container. Always follow the mix instructions found on sta-
bilizer containers. Run engine at least 5 minutes after
adding stabilizer to allow the stabilizer to reach the car-

burstor,

CRAFTSMAN 40:1 2-cycle engine oil (AIR-COOLED) is
specially blended with fuel stabilizer. If you do not use this
Sears oit, you can add a fuel stabilizer (such as craftsman
No. 33500) 1o your tuei tank.

* Remove spark plug and pour 1 teaspoon of 4t 2-
cycle engine oif (AIR-COCLED) through the spark piug
opening. Slowly pull the starter rope 8 to 10 times to
distribute ol to inner engine surfaces,

* Replace spark plug with a new one of the recommend-
ed type and heat range. Refer to “Product Specifica-
tions.”

» Re-install all covers and hardware removed for access;
tighten alt screws and fasteners.

» Check entire unit for loose screws, nuts, and bolts.

« Lightly oil external metal surface to prevent rust from
forming.

» Use fresh fuel having the proper gasoline to oil ratio at
the beginning of the next season.

« Do not store gasoling from one season to another.

*» Replace your gasoline can if your can starts to rust. Rust
and/or dirt in your fuel system will cause problems,

» Store your unit in a well ventilated area and coverad, if
possible, to prevent dust and dirt accumulation. Do not
cover with plastic. Plastic cannot breathe and will
induce condensation and eventual rust or corrosion.
