Microwave oven control 
The control section consists of a Timer and a Micro Menu. The Timer 
is the only oven control. Use of the Timer will be covered on the 
following pages. Read them carefully. 

The Timer 

The timer can be set for up to 15 
minutes. This controls how long the 
mlcrowave oven cooks. 

Cooking in your microwave oven 
Be sure to read the MICRO MENUS@ Cooking Guide packed with the microwave oven. 
It contains information about: 
l What is microwave energy? 
. How food is cooked by microwave energy. 
9 What affects cooking speed and cooking evenness.

The MICRO MENUS@ Cooking Guide will help you get the BEST COOKING RESULTS. 

Important things to remember to get the best cooking results. 
l ALWAYS cook food for the minimum recommended cooking time. If necessary, add time in 

one or two minute periods, then check for doneness to avoid overcooking the food. 
l Stir, turn or rearrange the food being cooked about halfway through the cooking time for 

most even doneness with all recipes. 
l If a glass cover is not available, use waxpaper, paper towels or a microwave approved 

plastic wrap. Turn back corner to vent steam during cooking. 
l When using microwave recipes from cookbooks or sources other than the MICRO MENUS@ 

Cooking Guide, slightly longer cooking times will be needed. For example, add 1 to 2 
minutes to a 5 minute cooking time. 



Setting the timer 
Be sure you understand the basics of microwave oven cooking before you start. Start with 
recipes from your MICRO MENUS@ Cooking Guide Follow the directions carefully.

Installing your microwave oven 

1. Empty the microwave oven and clean inside 
it with a soft, damp cloth. Check for damage 
such as misaligned door. Damage around the 
door or dents Inside the oven or on the exterior. 
If there Is any damage, do not operate the unit 
until it has been checked by an authorized 
Whirlpool service technician and any repairs 
made. 

3. Do not block the vent or ah Intake open- 
Ings on lhe rear of the oven. Blocking vent or air 
intake openlngs can cause damage to the 
oven and poor cooking results.

Cleaning the microwave oven 

Wipe otten with warm sudsy 
water and a soft cloth or 
sponge. 

For stubborn soil, boil a cup 
of water in the oven for 2 or 3 
minutes. Steam will soften 
the soil. 

Be sure to keep the areas 
clean where the door and 
oven frame touch when 
closed. Use only mfld, non- 
abraslve soaps or detergents 
applied with a sponge or soft 
cloth when cleaning surfaces 
of door and oven that come 
together. Rinse well. 

CAUTION: 
Abmslve cleansers, steel wool pads, gritty wash clothes, etc., can damage the 
control panel, and the lnterlor and exterior oven surfaces. Use a soft cloth or a 
sponge wtth a mlld detergent or spmy glass cleaner. 1 



Operating safety precautions
