INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS

Tools and Parts

Tools Needed
Gather the required tools and parts before starting installation. 
Read and follow the instructions provided with any tools 
listed here.

Parts Supplied
For reorder information, see “Replacement Parts” section.

Location Requirements
The microwave oven may be located in a cabinet and/or above a 
built-in oven, or below a counter. Check the opening where the 
microwave oven will be installed. The location must provide:
■ Wood cabinetry.

■ Cutout opening that is plumb and square.

■ Cutout floor that is solid, level and flush with bottom of 
cabinet cutout.

■ Support for weight of at least 150 lbs (68 kg), which includes 
microwave oven and items placed inside.

■ Grounded electrical outlet. See “Electrical Requirements” 
section.

■ Minimum installation clearances for installation location. See 
“Minimum Dimensions” section.

This microwave oven may be installed over the following built-in 
ovens or warming drawers:

■ Measuring tape

■ Pencil

■ Masking tape or thumb 
tacks

■ Scissors

■ # 2 Phillips screwdriver

■ Electric drill

■ 5/64" (2 mm) drill bit

A 120 Volt, 60 Hz, 
AC only, 15- or 20-amp fused electrical supply (or circuit breaker) 
is required. (A time-delay fuse or circuit breaker is recommended.) 
It is recommended that a separate circuit serving only this 
appliance be provided.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

■  For all cord connected appliances:
The microwave oven must be grounded. In the event of 
an electrical short circuit, grounding reduces the risk of 
electric shock by providing an escape wire for the electric 
current. The microwave oven is equipped with a cord 
having a grounding wire with a grounding plug. The plug 
must be plugged into an outlet that is properly installed 
and grounded.

WARNING: Improper use of the grounding plug can 
result in a risk of electric shock. Consult a qualified 
electrician or serviceman if the grounding instructions are 
not completely understood, or if doubt exists as to whether 
the microwave oven is properly grounded. 

Do not use an extension cord. If the power supply cord is 
too short, have a qualified electrician or serviceman install 
an outlet near the microwave oven.
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Install Anti-Tip Bracket
Use the provided Cutout Floor Template to properly align and 
install the anti-tip bracket on the floor of the cutout.
1. Using measuring tape, find and clearly mark the centerline of 

the cutout floor.
2. Unfold the Cutout Floor Template, and line up its centerline 

with the centerline of the cutout floor, as shown, and then tape 
or tack the template to the cutout floor.

3. Find and mark the “A” and “B” hole centers on the template 
for the anti-tip bracket.

4. Remove the template, and save it for possible future use.
5. Drill the holes marked in Step 3 using 5/64" (2 mm) drill.
6. Position the anti-tip bracket over the holes so that the raised 

portion faces the front of the cutout, and install it using two
1/2" screws.

Install Mounting Rails
Use the provided Cutout Opening Template to properly align and 
install the mounting rails on the front of the cabinet.
1. Center the bottom duct on the cutout floor.
2. Making sure the side flares are flush against the front of the 

cabinet, clearly mark the hole in each of the side flares.

3. Remove the bottom duct.
4. Using measuring tape, find the cutout centerline at the top of 

the cutout, and clearly mark its location on the top front of the 
cutout.

5. Find holes “C” and “D” on the Cutout Opening Template, and 
gently poke through the hole centers.

6. Holding the template against the front of the cutout opening, 
line up the holes made through “C” and “D” on the template 
with the holes marked in Step 2, and tape or tack the template 
to the front of the cutout opening. The centerline of the 
template should be in line with the cutout floor centerline and 
the cutout centerline marked at the top of the cutout in Step 4 
above.

7. Find and mark the “E,” “F,” “G” and “H” hole centers on the 
template for the mounting rails.

8. Remove the template and save it for possible future use.

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9. Drill the holes marked in steps 2 and 6 using 5/64" (2 mm) drill.
10. Position the mounting rail so that the hole is at the top, as 

shown, and install using two 1¹⁄₄" wood screws. Repeat on the 
other side.

Attach Bottom Duct to Microwave Oven

NOTE: To avoid possible damage to the work surface, place a 
protective cover on the work surface.
1. Empty microwave oven of any loose contents.
2. Remove existing screw at back of microwave oven.

3. Using 2 or more people, turn the microwave oven onto its 
back.

4. Attach bottom duct to bottom of the microwave oven using 
four 1/2" screws at the corners as shown.

5. Using 2 or more people, turn the microwave oven upright, with 
the bottom duct attached to its underside.

6. Replace the existing screw removed in Step 2 into the back of 
the microwave oven, through the hole in the bottom duct, as 
shown.

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Install the Microwave Oven

1. With the microwave oven near the opening, plug the 
microwave oven into the grounded 3 prong outlet.

2. Using 2 or more people, slide the microwave oven into the 
opening, engaging the anti-tip bracket, as shown.

Proper Engagement of Anti-Tip Bracket

3. Center the microwave oven, ensuring that the holes in the 
bottom duct side flares are flush against the front of the 
cabinet, and align with the 2 holes for bottom duct shown in 
Step 9 in “Install Mounting Rails” section.

4. Fasten bottom duct at its side flares to cabinet using two 1¹⁄₄" 
wood screws.

Install Trim Frame Assembly
1. Place trim frame assembly over the microwave oven with vent 

louvers on the bottom, as shown. 

2. Firmly push the trim frame assembly onto the mounting rails, 
engaging the snap attachment.

Rear View of Snap Attachment Detail

To Remove Trim Frame Assembly:
1. Using a prying tool, such as a tack claw, pop out one corner of 

the frame assembly.
NOTE: To avoid possible scratching of the frame or wood cabinet, 
cover the tool with a thin cloth.
2. Repeat on the remaining corners, one at a time.

If 1 side (2 corners) of the frame assembly is popped out, the 
other side may be pulled away from the mounting rail by hand, 
one corner at a time.

Complete Installation
1. Install the turntable in the microwave oven.
2. Check the operation of microwave oven by placing 1 cup 

(250 mL) of water on the turntable and programming cook 
time of 1 minute at 100% power.

3. If the microwave oven does not operate:
■ Check that a household fuse has not blown, or a circuit 

breaker tripped. Replace the fuse or reset the circuit 
breaker. If the problem continues, call an electrician.

■ Check that the power supply cord is plugged into a 
grounded 3 prong outlet.

■ See the Use and Care Guide for troubleshooting 
information.

Installation is now complete.
