Be sure buckles, buttons and trimare heatproof and won'tdamage the drum
finish. Close zippers, fasten hooksand Velcro®-like fasteners. Tiestrings and
sashes to prevent snagging and tangling.

If possible, turn pockets inside out for even drying.

Check for stains which may not have been removed inwashing. Dryer heat
may permanently set some stains. Repeat stain removal process before

drying.
Place small iterns in a mesh bag to prevent tangling and for easy removal.

Revergible Dryer Door

Your dryeris equipped with a reversible door. The door can be hinged on the right

or left side. Refer to the INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS for directions on changing

the door.

Drying Rack {some models)

Use the drying rack to dry items which should not be tumble dried.
1. Open the dryer door and remove the lint screen.

Place the front bar under
the lip of the lint screen opening.

Insert drying rack into the dryer drum. Place the front bar under the lip of the
lint screen opening.

Place iterns to be dried on top of the rack. Weight should not exceed 10 Ibs.
Leave space between itemns, but do not fetitems hang over the sides or through
the grids. Do not tumbie other items when using the drying rack.

Select atimed dry setting best suited for items being dried. Use only the Air Fiuff
(no heat) temperature setting for items containing plastic, foam rubber,
rubber-like materials, feathers or down.

When items are dry, remove the rack and replace the lint screen. If iint screen
is not in place, tumbling items could enter the exhaust system and calse

damage to the dryer.

Common Dryirg Problems

Many drying problemns involve poor cleaning results, poor soil and stain removal, residues of lint and scum, and fabric damage.
For satisfactory drying results, follow these suggestions provided by The Scap and Detergent Association.

Clean the lint screen after every load. Lint build-up in the screen restricts air
flow, which causes longer drying times. The screen is located at the bottom of
the door opening. Remove by pulling straight up. Rermove the lint and reptace
the screen.

Occasionally a waxy build-up raay form on the lint screen frorm using dryer-
added fabric softener sheets. To remove this build-up, wash the lint screen in
warm, scapy water. Dry thoroughly and replace. Do not operate the dryer
without the lint screen in place.

If the dryer drum becomes stained from noncolorfast fabrics, clean the drum
with a damp cloth and a mild liquid househotd cleanser. Remove cleanser
residue pefore drying the next load.

Every 18 months an authorized servicer shouid clean the dryer cabinet interior
and exhaust duct. These areas can collect lint and dust over time. An excessive
amount offint buiid-up could result in inefficient drying and possible fire hazard.

Outegide

Clean the cabinet with mild soap and water. Never use harsh, gitty o
grasive clesmsers.

If the cabinet becomes stained, clean with diluted chiorine bleach [1/2 cup
{120 ml) in 7 quart {.95 liter) water]. Rinse several times with clear water.

Rermove glue residue from tape or labels with a rmixture of warm water and mild
detergent. Or, touch residue with the sticky side of the tape or label.

Before movirng the dryer, place a strip of cardboard or thin fiberboard under
the front feveling legs to prevent damage to floor.
